Property Development:

Staffing and Volunteers

A successful funding grant in July 2008 from the Dept. of Health and Aged Care enabled the employment of staff for
the Fresh Hope program which was previously run 100% by volunteers. The three year funding has facilitated re-
muneration for dedicated volunteers to become paid employees as well as the employment of extra staff to assist as
house parents and administration support. The shift from a voluntary workforce to paid employment with attached
responsibilities and expectations has augmented the Quality Assurance systems of the organization.

Professional Development

Through funding from the AER Foundation Directors, John & Karen Bartlett and President, Mary Jibson were able to
attend the ATCA conference held in Byron Bay providing the opportunity the opportunity for networking with other
organizations in the field learning of new developments within therapeutic communities which may be applied to the
Fresh Hope program.

AER Funding also provided the means for Will Curtis, Operations Manager of Fresh Hope to attend a Project Man-
agement Workshop in Cairns in May, 2009. This proved beneficial and timely for the organizational growth of Fresh
Hope

Residents Activity

Enquiry:

Consistent enquiry for entry to the Fresh Hope program continued throughout the year.
Graduations:

The following resident stage graduations took place during the yeari four x stage 2, two x stage 3, two x stage 3
cottage graduations, one x stage 4 re-entry into community living.

Two final graduations took place during the year, one in March and the other in April. Both mothers and their chil-
dren are now living successfully in the community; with both mothers engaged in study and part time employment.
These graduates were the first to complete the extended program which required six months of living in the com-
munity responsibly before successfully graduating.

Disappointments:

Stage 1 witnesses a high turnover of mothers entering the program and deciding not to stay for various reasons,
which is a common occurrence in all rehabilitations.

It is distressing to see mothers in the program for many months and then leave before they are equipped to re -
enter the community especially as was the case when one mother eight months in the program was told by Dept of

Child Safety that she did not have to complete the course to have her children in foster care returned to her if she

left the Fresh Hope program.

Innovations to the Fresh Hope Program:
Introduction of Stage 3a

At the completion of stage 3 a mother and her children move from the main residential house to an on site cottage
to learn to manage her own house and children away from the business of the main residential house, while still
participating in the daily program.

Introduction of Stage 4

An extra stage of six months of living in the community under the auspices of Fresh Hope was added to the pro-
gram in the year to enhance the success of graduates return to community life. Graduation now happens at the
successful completion of Stage 4.

Resident Family Support Program:

The addition of this aspect of the program was added to facilitate re -union of safe families of prospective graduates
to come together to communicate about any problems that may prevent re -unification.

One family took advantage of the Family Support Program and received a certificate at the graduation of their
daughter, reinforcing Fresh Hopebdés commitment to the

This module was added during the year with four horses now on the property. Mothers and children are taught by
professional teachers to care for, and learn to ride the horses. The module has proved to be beneficial therapy in
the areas of emotional attachment, trust and communication between mothers, children, staff and family of origin
of the residents.
